Lahore (PR): “The allegations made by JIT that some state institutions were ‘forging
documents’ and ‘tampering with records’ are extremely serious in nature.”

This was said by the Ameer of Tanzeem e Islami, Hafiz Aakif Saeed, in a statement.

The Ameer said that the Supreme Court ought to investigate the allegation of the JIT against some
state institutions of placing hurdles in the way of their mandated probe and the allegation of ‘record
tampering’.
