Lahore (PR): “The meeting between the Chief Justice of Pakistan and the Prime
Minister of Pakistan would not prove to be of any benefit under the prevalent
circumstances of the country.”

This was stated by the Ameer of Tanzeem e Islami, Hafiz Aakif Saeed, during the Khitab e
Jumu’ah in Qur'an Academy, Lahore.

The Ameer noted that the Supreme Court of Pakistan, unlike other institutions of the country, could
not compromise on the principles of Justice by “negotiating” according to the doctrine of "you
scratch my back and I'll scratch yours”, or “give and take" This, he said, was because the apex
court ought to give judgments in various cases on the basis of the stringent measures of justice
according to the constitution and the law of the land. The Ameer added that it was a no-brainer to
be talking about “judicial reforms" from the legislative and judicial platforms, given that the present
government had merely two months left in power. The Ameer remarked that the fact of the matter
was that the “one on one” meeting between the two had raised many doubts, because a number of
cases against the party head and the benefactor of PM Abbasi, Mian Nawaz Sharif, were being
heard before the courts. The Ameer said that the “champions of democracy” ought to know that
under such circumstances, the one-on-one meeting was simply undemocratic and against all
established judicial norms. The first Chief Justice of Pakistan, Sir Mian Abdul Rashid, had politely
declined an invitation to an official dinner hosted by the then PM of Pakistan, NawabzadalLiaquat Ali
Khan, because a case against the government of Pakistan was being heard in his court, whereas
presently, there are a number of cases being heard in the courts against, Mian Nawaz Sharif, the
party leader of the current PM of the country, he added.

While commenting on the presentation of a “shield of honor" to Malala Yousafzai, the Ameer said
that a few years back when militants attacked and shot the girl, everyone, including Tanzeem-e-
Islami,ve hemently condemned the act of brutality. However, when she went to the UK for treatment
and started a continuous barrage of verbal "hate attacks" against Islam and Pakistan, institutions
and organizations that are enemies of Islam took her into their folds and nurtured her, while
bestowing countless awards on her. Malala Yousafzai went on to “write” a book that included
diatribes against both Islam and Pakistan. The global powers awarded her the Nobel Prize for
Peace, despite the fact that she had no contribution on the ground for peace whatsoever. The
Ameer said that it was a fact that international institutions bestowed honors and prizes on those
Pakistanis only who demonstrated ample enmity against Islam. He concluded by remarking that
first, the Qadiani, Abdus Salam, was given the Nobel Prize and now, Malala Yousafzai was
continuously being brought into the spotlight through media.
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
